The Diagnostic Medical Sonography Program AAS selection criteria are based upon a point system score comprised of pre-requisites/co-
requisites, GPA, required test scores and optional points. Qualified applicants will be ranked from highest to lowest total application 
points.  Students are required to complete the tables below using the following legends in the determination of points.  Do not include 
courses that you are currently enrolled in for the Fall 2023 Semester. 

Final Grade/Point Legend for Pre-Requisite Courses: A=4;     B=3;     C=0;     D=0 

Final Grade/Point Legend for Co-Requisite Courses:  A=4;     B=3;     C=2;     D=1 

HESI A2 Exam Average/Point Legend:  100% - 90% = 4;  89% - 83% = 3;  82% - 75% = 2 
Each section must be passed with a 75% or higher. 
Add each section and divide by 3 to determine average score and application points.
