The passing rate for 2000-2001 in English 1301 was 59% and 61%, while the passing rate in 2001-2002 
in English 1301 was 65% and 63%.  The passing rate in 2000-2001 in Math 1414 was 59% and 61%, 
while the passing rate for 2001-2002 in Math 1414 was 52% and 48%.  The performance standards were 
met because there were increases.
The rates for dev. Students versus non-dev. Students in 2001 and 2002 were similar although non-dev. 
students tend to have a slightly higher passing rate.

TASP Passage

The STCC passing rates on TASP for English, Reading, Math after successful completion of the 
Developmental Studies sequences will be higher than those passing rates of students from the previous 
year.

The TASP Gains Report indiates the following:   For fall and spring 2000-2001 the percentage who 
passed the TASP on retest were 48% and 53% in reading; 55% and 61% in English;and 44% and 52% in 
math.
For fall and spring 2001-2002 the percentage who passed TASP on retest were 52% and 49%; 51% and 
56% in English; and 47% and 49% in math. 
Gains fluctuated although scores remained relatively stable moving up and down slightly.
TASP passing rates for STCC enrolled students in 2000-2001 compared to 2001-2002 in rdg was 56% to 
57%; math 44% to 41%; and English was 57% to 55%.  These figures represent slight decreases too, 
except for reading.

Transfer grades for STCC students also have and up and down GPA's for English 1301, sophomore 
English, History 2313, and History 2314.
